Do you want to stay close to home,
with-in driving distance, or go far away?
e Type of Campus: SUNY, Private, Residential, Co-ed
e Size and Setting: Large university, Small college, Urban, Suburban, Rural
¢ Cost: How much is your family able to afford? How much are you willing to borrow?
e Articulation Agreements: Do the colleges you are considering have agreements with SUNY Cobleskill?

SHARE YOUR PERSONAL PROFILE
Introduce yourself to the college representatives and state your career goals as well as the following;:
e Your present college major
e Academic background - Share your transcript or the highlights such as
your GPA and grades in specific courses
e Share your resume or list of extra-curricular activities and work experiences
e Inform them of special talents and special needs
